Credit hy Exaninaton

Clear Creek ISD is offering opportunities this summer for students to gain credit by examination (CBE). Exams are available for
kindergarten acceleration, all grade levels 1-8 and selected TEKS-based courses in grades 9-12. The purpose of credit by exam
is to allow a student to accelerate and earn credit without formal instruction in that course or grade. The student must score a
minimum of 87 for the required tests taken for the appropriate course/grade the student wants to skip.

Students interested in participating in the credit by examination program should pick up a registration form from the counselor’s
office at their school. Return registration forms to the counselor’s office at their school no later than 3:00 PM on April 23, 2010
(June session) or May 28, 2010 (July session).

The Library: A Gifted Parent’s Helping Hand

Many gifted parents wonder how they would support their child’s reading habit without the library, but often do not
take advantage of many valuable resources available through the library. Here are just a few.

Interlibrary Loan — If your local library does not have the item you want ask about interlibrary loan. The Freeman
Library is part of the Harris County Library system so its patrons have access to the collections of partner libraries
including many college libraries. Using your Freeman Library card you can order items online and pick-up them up
by the check-out kiosks. Simply click the “Request ltem” button in the catalog entry for the item you would like to
request. The library will send you an email when your requested item arrives.

Educational Series — Don’t miss out on the amazing resources from The Teaching Company and Standard
Deviants. These series are for advanced students who have a love of learning and want to explore beyond what the
current school environment provides. The Harris County Library catalog lists hundreds of titles covering the areas of
fine arts, science, literature, social sciences, religion, philosophy, mathematics, business, foreign language and
more. Please note that not all titles are appropriate for all ages.

Databases — Both Helen Hall Library and Freeman Library have extensive database resources available which
include foreign language programs, eBooks, encyclopedias, financial/business resources, genealogy databases,
and more. There are too many to list so take a look. Databases are directly accessible from the library homepages.

Purchase Suggestion — Not able to find what you are looking for? The Harris County Public Library will let you

Special Events — The library is a busy place with special activities scheduled throughout the year for children, teens
and adults. Take a look at your library’s calendar. You will find the obvious book club and story time, but did you
know you might find a computer class, knitting club, movie night, Webkinz club or a puppet show?

The library looks at the areas of their collections
that are most used by their patrons to make decisions about future purchases.
